“Nature’s Language”
As an artist wholly devoted to his work, Ken Bauer is working full- time on expanding his knowledge of the world and all the wonderful sights around the world. He studied art at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, graduated with a BA degree, and has been drawing and creating art since 1974. Many of his drawings and prints are included in public and private collections.  His drawings has been selected for exhibitions in New York, NY; Washington DC; Baltimore, MD; San Bernardino, CA; Alexandria, VA; and Pittsburgh, PA; where he is an exhibiting member of the Associated Artists of Pittsburgh and the Pittsburgh Center for the Arts.
 

Ken Bauer's pictures appear in several different mediums. His exquisite black and white drawings are done in pencil on cotton rag paper, with an emphasis on value, texture and clarity of space. Some of these compositions are reproduced as high quality, limited edition lithographic prints - some black and white, some hand tinted with watercolor and colored pencil. The color drawings are done in water soluble pastel, which (used dry) is built up gradually in layers to create the rich compositions of hues, shapes, and spaces. Ken has also transformed some of his ideas and drawings into moku-hanga (woodblock prints), using basic Japanese techniques. The subjects of the drawings and prints include landscapes, birds and other natural or manmade objects.
